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Annex IILA.3: Staff costs by virtue of Article 16 of the “Agreement between the United Nations and
the World Tourism Organization” adopted on 23 December 2003

1. By virtue of Article 16 of the “Agreement between the United Nations and the World Tourism
Organization” adopted on 23 December 2003, UN Tourism agreed to accept the Statute of the United
Nations International Civil Service Commission (ICSC) and to develop with the United Nations (UN)
uniform standards of international employment. The ICSC is an independent expert body established
by the United Nations General Assembly in 1974. Among other matters, the ICSC promulgates the
regular staff salary scales, level of allowances, post adjustment and daily subsistence allowance (DSA)
applicable to all UN organizations and specialized programmes.

2. The remuneration of staff in the Professional and higher categories consists of a base salary and a post
adjustment. The base salary scale is periodically published and updated by ICSC in New York. The
ICSC also publishes a monthly post adjustment index, reflecting the evolution of the cost of living at all
duty stations around the world. The post adjustment is an amount paid in addition to base salary which
ensures that no matter where United Nations system staff work, their remuneration has a purchasing
power equivalent to that at the base of the system, i.e., New York. The post adjustment index is normally
updated every five years following the ICSC methodology based on place-to-place salary surveys. The
last place-to-place survey for Madrid took place in late 2021 which results are applicable since 1 August
2022. The ICSC promulgated salary scales showing annual gross salaries and net equivalents after
application of staff assessment applicable to staff in the Professional and higher categories with effect
as from 1 January 2025 and 1 February 2025 referred to the annual pensionable remuneration.

3. The remuneration of staff in the General Service category is based on a local salary scale published by
the ICSC as a result of periodical comprehensive salary survey analysis on the local labour market
normally every five years. The local General Service salary scales are annually updated on the basis of
the 90% of the local consumer price index (CPIl) movement from the latest increase if such movement
is positive following the ICSC methodology. For staff in the General Service category in Madrid, the
ICSC promulgated a revised scale effective 1 October 2024 and the next one is expected for October
2025.
